I.
IPC/SSPC Position Hiring Prioritization 

There was discussion on position hiring prioritization process. Discussions included the need for 
the College President to attend the discussion at the program level before the joint presentations, 
a joint IPC/SSPC discussion meeting before the joint presentation, and providing accurate data 
for the presentation. In addition, Carla Stoner-Brito stated that in the future, if there are questions 
or concerns, individuals should ask in a professional manner rather than making accusations to 
any department. 


The following are recommendations: voting be done by “clicker” instead of “dots”, proxy 
voting be allowed, and absentee voting not be allowed. 

II.
Dashboard Design


Greg Stoup presented seven (7) student completion measures designed to measure
student 
success in the SMCCCD district:

1. Certificates of less than one year 

2. Certificates of greater than one year

3. AA / AS Degrees without transfer

4. Transfer to a 4-year institution with an AA/AS degree or certificate

5. Certificates, Associates, or Bachelor’s Degrees at another institution

6. Transfer to a 4-year institution without an AA/AS degree or certificate

7. Remaining enrolled with 30+ transfer units completed after five years


Discussion included how to capture data for other awards (certificates) that are not issued by the 
State, such as the Certificate of Specialization for Basic Skills. It was recommended that awards 
given by the programs should also be included in the measures. 

It was also discussed that students intent can be captured better during counseling sessions, 
instead of the applications since research has shown that intent are different from when it is put 
on the application.

GE Definitions and Definitions Update

Alicia Aguirre presented two documents, GE Definitions at Cañada and Cañada AA/AS Degree 
Requirement, which were approved by the Curriculum Committee on 3/23/12. Copies of the 
approved documents were distributed to the IPC members and guests. These changes would be 
effective Fall 2012; however, students will remain to have catalog rights.

Comprehensive Program Review Schedule  – changes in scheduling Honors, DE, CRER, 
University Center

Patty Dilko presented the revised comprehensive program review schedule, as approved by the 
Curriculum Committee. Also requested are to include Honors and Distance Ed. into the schedule.

· The curriculum committee reviewed computer literacy and decided to eliminate the requirement. 


· The curriculum committee reviewed information literacy, a requirement recently implemented at CSM and Skyline, and decided it should be implemented at Cañada (it maps well to new GEs)  but currently there is not sufficient staff to implement a requirement.
