FALR USE AND COPYRIGHT



WHAT IS FAIR USE]

Right to use copyrighted material without permission or
payment under some circumstances.

Includes criticism, comment, news reporting, teaching,
scholarship, and research.

The law is written vaguely to allow flexibility, however
this leaves the individual responsible for evaluating fair
use and liability.



HOW TO ESTABLISH FATR USE

e The purpose and character of the use, including whether
the intended use is commercial VS. for nonprofit
educational purposes.

e The amount and significance of the portion used 1in
relation to the entire work.

e The nature of the copyrighted work.

e The effect of the use upon the potential market for or
value of the original.

e Must be legally acquired copy



WHAT IS THE TEACH ACT?

Allows use of copyrighted works in distance learning.

e Copy of work using must be lawfully made and acquired

e The work must be a regular part of a systematic mediated instructional
activity made by, or under the direction or supervision of, a teacher

e The work must not be something produced or marketed primarily for use 1in
the online distance education market

e Use technology that reasonably limits the student's ability to retain or
further distribute the materials

e Use a “reasonable and limited” portion of the work
