Reminder about Textbook Adoptions and SB 893

e SB 893, the legislation that allows the District to fund the Free College Initiative, has specific restrictions
with respect to how students in the program can purchase their course materials.
o SB 893 textbook funds are only available for materials that can be purchased through the
college bookstore.
o SB 893 covers textbook costs for students who show financial need and/or who are eligible for
the non-resident tuition waiver.
e The more courses and sections that are converted to ZTC or LTC, the further these dollars can go!

LibreTexts ADAPT Workshop

Many who use OER are familiar with LibreTexts, the OER repository. It is part of a larger LibreVerse that
includes authoring capabilities for textbooks, assessments and more. It is a powerful tool in the open education
world, one that more and more faculty are using.

ADAPT is the formative and summative assessment platform of the LibreVerse. Cafiada will be hosting an all-
day workshop that is open to educators far and wide.
