Canada’s Plans for CCCCO ZTC Grants

o Statewide cohorts for the Acceleration Grant plans have finished their work and reports are being
generated. The following disciplines already have reports:

o Geology
o Humanities

o There are key resources, especially in reported OER usage by C-ID. Check out what’s being used!
e Our Acceleration Grant cohorts (ECE, MATH) in progress!
o ECE AS-T with Digital Learning Enhancement is mostly finished and in final revision stage. The
project is slated to finish ahead of the Spring 2025 term.
o MATH AS-T with Competency- and Equity-Based Learning is starting their planning now; work
will begin in Spring 2025 semester with Fall 2025 implementation.
e Further funding coming to support Digital Art and Animation (Acceleration Il Grant). More information on
this at this month’s TAS meeting and in the October report.

OER/ZTC ‘Program Review’ Data

Last semester, TAS put together a review of the enroliment, success and retention data on ZTC and LTC
courses, as a way of measuring the mid-point of the OER/ZTC Implementation Plan. This review, plus the
comments made by TAS members on further planning, was presented at the Online Teaching Conference
2024 (June), Cal OER 2024 (August) and will be presented at the Open Education Conference 2024 (October).
Initial feedback has been very supportive. In October’s report there will be updates to these data to show how
progress has continued.

Reminder about Textbook Adoptions and SB 893

e SB 893, the legislation that allows the District to fund the Free College Initiative, has specific restrictions
with respect to how students in the program can purchase their course materials.
o SB 893 textbook funds are only available for materials that can be purchased through the
college bookstore.
o SB 893 covers textbook costs for students who show financial need and/or who are eligible for
the non-resident tuition waiver.
e The more courses and sections that are converted to ZTC or LTC, the further these dollars can go!
o If you're using ZTC materials—especially those that are open-source—you can make a print
option copy available. That way, your students can use their financial aid funds to purchase that
print copy. Ask Jai for more info!
